He was air-lifted to hospital with several fractured vertebrae, extensive
spinal cord damage, punctured lungs, broken ribs, a broken scapula and a
small fracture in his neck.

Such was his initial progress that the former
Grand Prix star, who only quit speedway at the end
of 2010, was out of intensive care within a week.

specialist rehabilitation centre.

“He has settled into his new environment and is enjoying the

subjected to. He knows this type of injury can’t be rushed.

“The support we have received from all around the world has been
absolutely overwhelming and we welcome the continuation of further
messages of support.”
